Essay Contest Guidelines
Essay Theme: From Our Hands to Your Table

Some ideas to get you started:
- What kind of crops do you or your family work in?
Does your family need to move away from your home each year?
- What are the challenges faced by farmworker families and children?
Describe the typical work day of a farmworker.
What are your dreams for your future and how will you get there?

Eligibility:
Open to children of migrant or seasonal farmworkers
Children must be 10 to 18 years of age

Rules and Format:

Entries will compete in one of the age categories: Age 10-13 and Age 14-18. Category placement is
based on the age when essay was submitted.

Essay must be solely the work of the student.
Essays must be typed or printed (no cursive). lllegible essays will be disqualified.
For Age 10-13: Essay must be between 250-400 words, approximately 1 to 1 %2 double-spaced pages
For Age 14-18: Essay must be between 500-700 words, approximately 2 to 3 double-spaced pages
Essays must be in either English or Spanish.

Submissions must include the following:
- Complete essay application with full address and phone number
- One essay
- A picture of yourself, preferably working in the field

Deadline: August 1, 2014

Prizes for each age category:
First place -- $300

Second place -- $200

Third place -- $100

The best essays will be compiled in a booklet to be presented to key members of Congress to share a
piece of the lives of migrant and seasonal farmworker youth.

Essays will be judged by the Child Labor Coalition (CLC) steering committee and partners. The CLC
is a coalition of organizations that are concerned about the well-being of children around the world.
The contest judges are professional leaders from the member organizations of the CLC. The
decisions of the judges are final.

Essays will be judged on both style and content. Judges will look for writing that is clear, articulate
and logically organized. (See Scoring Rubric)

Winners will be notified via telephone or by mail by August 30, 2014. First place winners will be
invited to present their winning entry at the AFOP National Conference on September 24, 2014 in
San Diego, California.

Names of winners and winning entries will be published in AFOP’s Washington Newsline and AFOP
will issue press releases announcing the winners. All contact information of participants will be kept
confidential.
